WEe' re indebted to the Upper House Greens and DL P members who forced the changes
and we also acknowledge the support from our local member, Lisa Neville.

The Board of the Association, which includes now a new member (Andrew Kidd) —who
replaces the long serving and diligent member, Gwen Close— will now be ableto plan its
future thinking to maximise the benefits for members.

Although the Annual Meeting was not well attended, the Financial Report indicated a
sound year with the opportunity to consolidate to meet our future demands.

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Croqguet Club:

Croguet can be afun & sociable game or it can be extremely competitive. The choiceis
yours! There are avariety of types of croquet games but at Queenscliff Croquet Club we
play the two most popular types of croquet; Golf Croquet and Association Croguet. Both
games require skill and strategy, similar to playing ‘pool’. The game is often referred to
as ‘Billiards on Lawn’

In both games four different coloured balls are used with each player using a ‘mallet’.
The sequence of play follows the colour ‘code’ of the balls and the aim is to hit the ball
through the ‘hoop’ to make a score. Each game comprises 13 hoops with the winner
being the one with the highest score.

Golf Croguet is the quicker game of the two, taking about 45 minutes, and perhaps the
easiest version to start with. Players take it in turns and have one shot each in sequence.
Once a hoop is made, then al players move on to the next hoop, keeping the same
sequence of play. Top players have incredible accuracy and are able to make hoops from
long distances away as well as place their ball directly in front of the hoop from twenty or
thirty metres away.

In Association Croguet one player is able to remain on the court as long as a mistake is
not made. Compare this with snooker in which players can make long breaks. At the
start of a turn a player may run a hoop thus earning another shot. If the player hits
another ball (aroquet) then two more shots are permitted. The first is the *croquet shot’
in which the player’s ball is picked up and placed against the roquet ball. The player now
hits hig’her own ball so that both balls move. This is the most complicated shot of the
sequence but allows an amost infinite number of possibilities. Both balls might travel in
the same direction, they might go at right angles to each other, one might move a metre
and the other twenty metres as well as all combinations in between. Good players are
similar to chess players and are able to develop a strategy in advance, knowing what they
will do at least three shots ahead. Accuracy is aso required and experienced players have
been known to make twelve hoops in one break.

At Queenscliff potential new members are given the opportunity to come along and join

in agame to seeif they enjoy it. It israre that anyone who comes along to try their hand,
does not thoroughly enjoy the experience!!

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Manager’s Report — Rod Wayth.

| must begin this report by expressing my thanks to all members who signed our petition
with regard to the recently passed gambling regulation amendment bill. In particular |
pass on my thanks to those members who phoned, wrote and emailed our politicians
regarding the matter. The amendments made to the act have resulted in avery positive
outcome for Victorian clubs, in particular the smaller clubs such as ours who were the
most at risk under the bill initsinitial form.

In summary Victorian clubs will have the option to pre purchase licenses to operate
gaming machines up to a maximum number of 40 or the number they currently operate —
whichever isthe lesser. These licenses or entitlements will be at afee based on each clubs
actual revenue from gaming machines in the 2008/09 financial year. The 10% deposits
have been reduced to 5% for clubs with an additional two quarterly payments added to
the interest free payment plan to compensate for this. This pre auction purchase offer
guarantees that clubs will retain at least 70% of the current club footprint across the state
and that hotels will not takeover clubs with gaming to the detriment of the community as
awhole. Further details on the structure are available at the government’ s gambling
licenses review website and will be available on the clubs websitein July.

Some 30,000 signatures were recorded on the petition making it one of the largest ever
seen by the Victorian Parliament, as aresult the message has been well and truly heard. —
WEell doneto al. The passing of the amended bill will allow usto remain in the Victorian
gaming industry until at least 2022. It will also enable us to expand our community
contributions as well as continue to provide and improve on the sporting and social
facilities we offer.

Thereis till plenty of work to be done between now and 2012 when the current gaming
operator licenses conclude. Business planning for the new eraof gaming in Victoriawill
take up alot of timein the coming twelve to 18 months and the financia burden of the
gaming machine entitlements will commence from mid way through 2010. There are
exciting and challenging times ahead in this area of our business.

Winter is here and our trading has slowed down considerably as the cold and dark
weather keeps people close to their lounge room hesaters and off the streets. Thisisan
annual trait for this seasonal location and whilst the last three years have shown a strong
trade over the winter months, this year looks like being a traditionally quiet winter for the
club.
